Salvation: Relationship with Jesus

Salvation is the foundation of this ministry. Having a personal, committed relationship
with Jesus is the key to unlocking the freedom, clarity, and empowerment provided by
His grace.

Romans 10:9-11

“9 And what is God’s ‘living message’? It is the revelation of faith for salvation,
which is the message that we preach. For if you publicly declare with your mouth
that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead,
you will experience salvation. '° The heart that believes in him receives the gift of
the righteousness of God—and then the mouth gives thanks to salvation. ' For
the Scriptures encourage us with these words: ‘Everyone who believes in him will
never be disappointed.”

Water Baptism

Water Baptism is an outward expression of an inward decision to surrender to Jesus. It
proclaims that we are not ashamed of Him, and we choose to live for Him. Baptism
symbolizes the death, burial, and resurrection of Jesus. We identify with Jesus when
we are baptized. Baptism is a commandment from Him. Baptism is an act of our
obedience. Our covenant with God is the most secure relationship we will ever have,
and water baptism is our tangible demonstration of our covenant with Him.

Matthew 28:19-20

“19 Now go in my authority and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the
name of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. 2° And teach them to faithfully
follow all that I have commanded you. And never forget that | am with you every
day, even to the completion of this age.”

Acts 2:38

“38 Peter replied, “Repent and return to God, and each one of you must be
baptized in the name of Jesus, the Anointed One to have your sins removed.
Then you may take hold of the gift of the Holy Spirit.”

Romans 6:3-5

“3 Or have you forgotten that all of us who were immersed into union with Jesus,
the Anointed One, were immersed into union with his death? # Sharing in his
death by our baptism means that we were co-buried and entombed with him, so
that when the Father’s glory raised Christ from the dead, we were also raised
with him. We have been co-resurrected with him so that we could be empowered
to walk in the freshness of new life. ® For since we are permanently grafted into
him to experience a death like his, then we are permanently grafted into him to
experience a resurrection like his and the new life that it imparts.”




Communion

Jesus first instituted communion with His disciples just before His crucifixion, and He
commanded us to do this in remembrance of Him. Communion reminds us of the most
important element of our faith—the love that Jesus revealed to us on the cross. The
curse of sin was removed from our lives as it was placed upon His own body. His blood
was also shed to remove our sins so we could have an eternal and intimate relationship
with God. Communion is one of the most sacred foundations of the Christian faith. At
Trinity Fellowship, we serve communion every week, but it can be taken daily.
Communion is the ongoing covenant sign of our relationship with the Lord.

Luke 22:19-20

"9 Then he lifted up a loaf, and after praying a prayer of thanksgiving to God, he
gave each of his apostles a piece of bread, saying, “This loaf is my body, which
is now being offered to you. Always eat it to remember me.”

20 After supper was over, he lifted the cup again and said, “This cup is my blood
of the new covenant | make with you, and it will be poured out soon for all of

you.

“23| have handed down to you what came to me by direct revelation from the

Lord himself. The same night in which he was handed over, he took bread 2 and
gave thanks. Then he distributed it to the disciples and said, “Take it and eat your
fill It is my body, which is given for you. Do this to remember me.” 25 He did the
same with the cup of wine after supper and said, “This cup seals the new
covenant with my blood. Drink it—and whenever you drink this, do it to remember
me.” 26 Whenever you eat this bread and drink this cup, you are retelling the
story, proclaiming our Lord’s death until he comes. 27 For this reason, whoever
eats the bread or drinks the cup of the Lord in the wrong spirit will be guilty of
dishonoring the body and blood of the Lord. 28 So let each individual first evaluate
his own attitude and only then eat the bread and drink the cup. 2° For continually
eating and drinking with a wrong spirit will bring judgment upon yourself by not
recognizing the body. 3 This insensitivity is why many of you are weak,
chronically ill, and some even dying. 3! If you do not sit in judgment of others, you
will avoid judgment yourself. 32 But when we are judged, it is the Lord’s training
so that we will not be condemned along with the world.”

Galatians 3:13-14

“13Yet, Christ paid the full price to set us free from the curse of the law. He
absorbed it completely as he became a curse in our place. For it is written:
“Everyone who is hung upon a tree is doubly cursed.”@

14 Jesus, our Messiah, was cursed in our place and in so doing, dissolved the
curse from our lives, so that all the blessings of Abraham can be poured out upon
even non-Jewish believers. And now God gives us the promise of the wonderful
Holy Spirit who lives within us when we believe in him.”

Pray passionately in the Spirit, as you constantly intercede
with every form of prayer at all times. Pray the blessings of God upon all his
believers.
